Old business

A.  Civil Rights complaint - Gary Boyce read the final agreement to the group.  Discussion ensued about non-league games and cross over games and whether or not they would have to follow the agreement.  The agreement speaks to the format used, not league or non-league.  If you are using the double header format with the varsity teams playing together, the thought is that you should follow the format we agreed to...or risk being sued for non compliance.

 

B.  Realignment Committee report.  Rick Schmidt led a discussion about the recommendation for having the CAAC remain configured in a 4 division, 7-7-6-6 format.

Discussion ensued and several amendments were offered and subsequently withdrawn.

 

In the middle of the realignment discussion, Perry asked is we would allow them to withdraw from the football schedule so they could become an independent football team.

They were directed to write a letter to the League President and submit a formal request to that end.  Prolonged discussion ensued about their request for independent status for 2010 or 2011 and the impact on all in the league if they should be granted the request for 2010.

Consensus was that they should ask for independent status for the 2011 year.

 

The final motion read as follows:

The CAAC remain configured in a 4 division, 7-7-6-6- format.  We should retain a 7 game schedule for single round robin schedules and a 14 game schedule for double round robin schedules with the exception of White/Gold football which will have a 6 game schedule with one scheduled crossover.

 

If the CAAC drops below 26 member schools, the committee recommends that we realign.

vote was 20-4 in favor of this motion.(JNW and Sexton were absent.)

D.  Constitution on website/Schedules getting up on Web - Jamie Gent spoke about this issue.

C.  Discussion was held about the host school absorbing the costs for hosting the season ending invitationals.  We are to rotate the schedule for hosting and the host school cover all costs.
